ü IQP Approvals, remain the legal responsibility of TAôs 

(Councils) (Building Act) 

 

ü There are 65 TAôs in NZ 

 

ü (233,Building Act), TAôs can transfer one or more  

functions, duties and powers of the regional authority to 

another TA. 

ü Some TAôs have combined to join a cluster group 



Why joined a cluster ? 

ü Duplication 

 

ü Resourcing 

 

ü Revisit qualifications 

 

ü Specialised team for application review 

 

ü Not just one person reviewing applications 

 

ü Standardising systems, everyone doing different things 



Imagine if you started with a clean slate 

 

 

ü What should TAôs do with IQPôs?

National Register  
(original proposal) 

 

ü Run as an Incorporated Society with a board, a technical 

advisory committee, an administration office and 

approvals panel 

 

ü All IQPôs transitioned as status quo (i.e. for approved 

systems and regional's they currently operate) 

 

ü Creation of ID ñregistrationò card 



Proposal continued: 

ü All IQPôs loaded onto national internet searchable data 

base 

 

ü Make it easier for building owners to procure services 

 

ü IQPôs being able to ñdoò or to ñsuperviseò 

 

ü Difference between inspection & maintenance 

 

ü Concerned not to impose huge costs onto IQP 

community or building owners 

 

 

 



Proposal continued: 

ü Competency criteria being debated so as to keep players 

in the industry and bleed new staff into the system 

 

ü Need to be specific about type, range and scope of work 

 

ü Evidence of qualifications (if relevant) and work 

experience in the field, references and peer review. 

 

ü Concern about quality assurance procedures for 

disciplines where there are many hands 

 



Proposal continued: 

ü Professional membership and other registrations may be 

a bonus 

 
ü Professional indemnity and public liability insurances a 

business risk 



In reality, where are we at? 

 

ü A voluntary grouping of five big registers formed to 

create a national register, plus IQP industry involvement 

and Association Building Compliance involvement 

 

ü Some local TAôs have cluster groups and there are now 

around 20 IQP registers in NZ. 

 

ü  The remainder are individual council approved 

 



where are we at? continued: 

ü There is variability of costs, approval criteria and 

duration of approval throughout. 

 

ü There are 1800 IQPôs nationally (across all fields) 

 

ü The South Island IQP register has withdrawn from the 

group 

 

ü Government funding is now on hold?
