It was also developed
as a result of the uncertainty and
confusion within the Building Industry
around IQP, LPB or any other
acronym one wants to use.

We get asked at times to make
presentations to various groups on
aspects of the backflow industry and
over time some of our members
have developed PowerPoint
presentations for this purpose.
